What is a Flower Planting Outreach?

This is a great limited-time-only seasonal outreach!  We go to a neighborhood and go door to door and offer to plant flowers in the location of the homeowner’s choosing.  This is great for communities where some of our elderly neighbors might live.  
What will I do when I get there?  

· Traveling as a group, you’ll drive to a neighborhood and just pick a great place to start, working your way from house to house.
· Some in your group will be armed with flowers, digging tools and gloves.  Find out from the residents where they would like to have their flower’s planted.
· If they do not want you to plant their flowers, offer a few of the flowers for them to plant later.
Helpful Hints

· More than two people are overwhelming to the person opening their door to you, but going by yourself if not recommended. Have two from your group go to the door while the rest of the team jumps right in, going to work. 
· Even if someone isn’t home, leave a card behind for the resident to find as a pleasant surprise from us later.

· Sometimes residents love to suggest someone else in the neighborhood who could really use our help, like someone who is physically not able to plant flowers or an elderly person. Ask them for recommendations of who they’d like us to serve!
· Do a really good job planting the flowers – the quality of work leaves a lasting impression, and we want the impression to be a great one!
