What is a Lawn Mowing Outreach?

This is a great seasonal outreach!  Several mowers descending on a normal lawn is an awesome sight!  Load several mowers into a pickup truck and drive around on spring and summer mornings looking for long grass.  Often when the grass is long at a home, the people who live there have some sort of difficulty going on in their lives.
What will I do when I get there?  

· Traveling as a group, you’ll drive to a neighborhood and just pick a great place to start, working your way from house to house.
· Unload the mowers from your truck and start them up as you knock on the door.  That enthusiasm will positively impress those you are serving even as they open their front door.
· As they come to the door say, “we’re doing a lawn mowing outreach in your neighborhood today for free – no donations – just to show you God’s love in a practical way.
Helpful Hints

· More than two people are overwhelming to the person opening their door to you, but going by yourself if not recommended. Have two from your group go to the door while the rest of the team jumps right in, going to work. 
· Even if someone isn’t home, leave a card behind for the resident to find as a pleasant surprise from us later.

· Sometimes residents love to suggest someone else in the neighborhood who could really use our help, like someone who is physically not able to mow their own lawn or an elderly person. Ask them for recommendations of who they’d like us to serve!
· We recommend you confine your serving to mowing.  When it comes to yard work, there’s always more to do than you have time and resources for.
