Time Change Outreach

What is a Time Change Outreach?

This is a simple outreach to help our neighbors remember to change their clocks and either get jump-started with some coffee when they lose an hour of sleep or change the battery in their smoke detectors. The elderly or people with disabilities are especially grateful for this outreach.  It’s a great surprise to open your door to something free. 

What will I do when I get there?  

· Traveling in pairs, you will be going door to door in an apartment complex or a suburban neighborhood offering your free gift to show God’s love in a practical way.   

· When giving a free battery replacement to the elderly or a person with disabilities, offer to replace it for them.  

· If the person seems very receptive to the free gift, ask if there is anything that you might pray with them about.  If the person seems very unsure of the free gift, tell them to have a great day, take a mental note of the person and pray for them later after the outreach.  

Helpful Hints

· More than two people are overwhelming to the person opening their door to you, but going by yourself is not recommended. Please keep your safety in mind at all times.  

· You will surely hear the comment, “We have batteries already”.  A good response would be, “But when was the last time that you got one for free at your door?”
