What is Windshield Washing?

Wherever there are a lot of cars parked, like during Little League, Soccer, or even at your local gas station while people pump their gas, there are amazing opportunities just waiting for your group!  This is a great project for touching a lot of people in a short time.  Depending on if you plan to take the phantom approach and wash a windshield without the owner knowing or if you plan to approach the owner to ask permission, this outreach can be for either the first time server or the veteran.  

What will I do when I get there?  

· You will either be washing windshields in a parking lot and leaving an outreach card, or approaching individuals at the gas station to let them know that you are there to wash their windshield for FREE!   

· What do you say to the person whose windshield you are washing?  “Hi, my name is _______ and I am here to wash your windshield for free.”  This is probably when the person will say, “Why”.  Your response should be short and sweet.  We recommend telling them that, “I just want to show you that God’s loves you in a practical way.”  Make sure to give them an outreach card as a potential future connection point.   

Helpful Hints

· When doing this outreach at a gas station, you may also want to offer to pump gas as well, especially if it’s an extremely hot or cold day.

·  If this outreach is taking place in a parking lot, leave the outreach card between the window and rubber seal on the driver side door.  Cards left on the windshield often are overlooked.
